Today’s festival derives its name from the Jewish festival of Pentecost, observed fifty days after Passover. On 
the fiftieth day of Easter we celebrate the Holy Spirit as the power of God among us that heals, forgives, 
inspires, and unites. In the reading from Acts, images of wind and fire describe the Spirit poured out on 
disciples of all nations. In John’s gospel the risen Christ breathes the Spirit on his followers on Easter 
evening. In the one Spirit we are baptized into one body, and at the Lord’s table the Spirit unites us for 
witness in the world.

14But Peter, standing with the eleven, raised his voice and addressed 
them, “Men of Judea and all who live in Jerusalem, let this be known to you, and listen to what I 
say. 15Indeed, these are not drunk, as you suppose, for it is only nine o’clock in the morning. 
16No, this is what was spoken through the prophet Joel: 17‘In the last days it will be, God 
declares, that I will pour out my Spirit upon all flesh, and your sons and your daughters shall 
prophesy, and your young men shall see visions, and your old men shall dream dreams. 18Even 
upon my slaves, both men and women, in those days I will pour out my Spirit; and they shall 
prophesy. 19And I will show portents in the heaven above and signs on the earth below, blood, 
and fire, and smoky mist. 20The sun shall be turned to darkness and the moon to blood, before 
the coming of the Lord’s great and glorious day. 21Then everyone who calls on the name of the 
Lord shall be saved.’ ”

4Now there are varieties of gifts, but 
the same Spirit; 5and there are varieties of services, but the same Lord; 6and there are varieties 
of activities, but it is the same God who activates all of them in everyone. 7To each is given the 
manifestation of the Spirit for the common good. 8To one is given through the Spirit the 
utterance of wisdom, and to another the utterance of knowledge according to the same Spirit, 
9to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healing by the one Spirit, 10to another the 
working of miracles, to another prophecy, to another the discernment of spirits, to another 
various kinds of tongues, to another the interpretation of tongues. 11All these are activated by 
one and the same Spirit, who allots to each one individually just as the Spirit chooses.
