The
Thessalonians awaited “the coming of our Lord Jesus with all the saints.” Our Lord’s
contemporaries hoped for the time “to stand before the Son of Man.” With them we
eagerly await the coming days: another Christmas celebration, a second coming, and the
advent of our Lord in word and supper.
